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Lone Wolf

An uncon rmed sighting of a wolf in Littlg
Chicago prompted Animal Services to
investigate one of the reports near the B
River and Bridge Crossing area. Due to
cases of large breed dogs which have g
missing in the area, a follow-up to one o
the sightings was conducted. Leo Runni
Rabbit, Animal Control O cer, is seeking
evidence to support one or more of the
cases.

“What we have at the moment is that it id
a lone wolf,” says Running Rabbit, whos
teams are working on getting through th
thick brush to check for wolf dens, locatg
around the river.

One of the team'’s resources is the North
ern Lights Wolf Centre in Golden, British
Columbia (B.C.). Shelly Black, owner of
the wolf centre, says identifying wildlife &
their features and behaviours reduces fe
surrounding their presence.

“To tell the di erence between a wolf and
coyote, a wolf has rounded features, rou
ed ears,” says Black. “ ey [wolves] are-g(
ing to be more ‘lurkier” Black hopes pec
are aware that wildlife in general is using
areas such as park communities and to
attractants away like outside garbage or
food on the porch when sightings occur.

“It's probably not going to pick up reside
but there’s probably more wolves and wi
life that use that river valley than you gu
can imagine,” says Black. “It is de nitely 4
animal corridor... the wildlife is using thd
rivers and streams regularly so that is th
highways.”
